2) Why did Jesus wash the disciple’s feet?  What was he 

showing them? 

3) What is he showing you? 

Prayer:  Heavenly Father, your Son and our king, Jesus, came down 

to earth and took on human form.  Although he didn’t have to, he 

served us so that we might know the way to eternal life with you.  

Help us to go out and serve others.  In Jesus name, amen. 

 

Saturday 

Pray:  Take the time today to pray for the feet of those who will be 

confirmed tomorrow (Nicky Imhoff and Shannon McDowell).  

Pray that these young women of our church may go out and 

faithfully continue to grow in their faith and proclaim the Gospel 

to their friends and neighbours.
